Market Square – Historic buildings, Farmers Market, storefronts, outdoor dining.  1 Market Square (Campbell 

and Market). 

Downtown Neon Signs – Dr. Pepper, H&C Coffee, Roanoke Star and numerous store signs visible from various 

locations in downtown. 

St. Andrews Catholic Church – Cathedral with spires and commanding view of the city. 631 N. Jefferson. 

Virginia Museum of Transportation– Historic trains and autos.  Good to get out of bad weather. 303 Norfolk Ave 

SW. 

Hotel Roanoke – Historic railroad hotel in tudor style with covered walking bridge over railroad switching yard 

to downtown.  110 Shenandoah Ave NE 

Mason Mill Park – Foundation and water  wheel, creek views and waterfall close to downtown.  1900 Mason 

Mill Rd NE. 

Mill Mountain Park and Roanoke Star – Large park off of Blue Ridge Parkway with vista point views of the city, 

forested areas, zoo, and playgrounds. 2198 Mill Mountain Spur. 

Farms and Barns – Throughout the area.  Suggestions for historic buidings: Explore Park in Vinton, Mile Post 115 

on the Blue Ridge Parkway.  Ferrum College’s Blue Ridge Farm Museum, 215 Ferrum Mountain Road.  

General: Callaway area. Views from Oyler’s Chapel in Hardy, 2500 Hardy Rd. 

Vineyards – Virginia Mountain Vineyards, 4204 Old Fincastle Road, Fincastle - vistas and vineyards.  Valhalla 

Vineyards, 6500 Mt. Chestnut Rd - vistas. Hickory Hill Vineyards, 1722 Hickory Cove Lane, Moneta (SML) 

– 1920’s Farmhouse, vineyards. 

Smith Mountain Lake – Lake views, water activities, hydroelectric dam, docks, boats and sailboats.  Smith 

Mountain Lake State Park, SML County Park, Virginia Inland Saling Association Yacht Club and Marina. 

Crazy Horse Marina, Bay Rock Marina, Mitchells Point Marina, Appalachian Power SML Visitor’s Center. 

Nearby: Booker T. Washington National Monument – Reconstructed farm and slave quarters where 

Washington was born, 

Farther Afield –  

 Bedford – 19th Century Homes, National D-Day Memorial with gardens and statues.
